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House Bill 64 adopted by the Ohio General Assembly on June 30, 2015 included new RC § 3781.106
which required the Ohio Board of Building Standards (Board) to adopt rules for the use of a device
by a staff member in a school that prevents both ingress and egress through school doors in an
emergency situation and during active shooter drills. At its meeting on April 8, 2016, the Board
adopted amendments to Ohio Building Code Chapters 2 & 10 for the use of Temporary Door
Locking Devices (TDLD) in schools under the conditions set forth in these rules. These
amendments are effective April 18, 2016.

The Board initiated the rule change process in October 2015 and the rules have been available in
draft form on the Board’s website. The final adopted rules and summary can be found at the
following link:
