Who Should Attend?   This is a course designed for CERT trainers and program managers for the county, local, or department level. Participants in the Train-the-Trainer course are typically from first responder organizations, emergency management, volunteer organizations involved in disasters, or existing CERT teams wishing to expand a local program.
Prerequisites:  Participants should have a working knowledge of the CERT program and curriculum as this is not a CERT course, but a course on how to teach the CERT course and establish or enhance a local preparedness-training program. Previous experience providing and facilitating instruction for adults is desirable, but not required. 

It is required to have completed the 20-Hour CERT Basic Training Course or the completion of the online IS-317 Introduction to Community Emergency Response Teams course available at http://www.citizencorps.gov/cert/IS317/#content. Registration: Students must enroll via the Department of Public Safety Training Campus website: https://trainingcampus.dps.ohio.gov/cm/cm710/pstc/pstc.html. Students experiencing difficulty enrolling should call Ohio EMA Training at (614) 799-3666 for assistance with registration. Course registration will generally close 10 working days prior to the course start date. You can check your enrollment / approval status via the Department of Public Safety Training Campus website.

Lodging & Per Diem Information: The Ohio EMA will pay for your lodging, on the nights of November 1, 2, 3, 2018 only; if you are an Ohio resident (non-federal and non-private business employee commuting 45 miles or more away from your home and office to the training location. You will receive an email with the hotel information after July 1, 2018.  However, you must contact the contracted hotel no later than two-weeks prior to the start date of the course to make your reservations. Meals, Per Diem, and all other travel expenses are the responsibility of the student or the parent organization.

If you work for the federal government, a private business, or you are from a state other than Ohio, all travel expenses associated with attending Ohio EMA delivered or sponsored training, including any overnight lodging, will be at your or your agency’s expense. 

Ohio EMA Funding for the rooms is contingent upon your completion of the course; therefore, if you do not complete the course the cost of lodging is your or your agency’s responsibility. Students that request lodging and withdraw from a course must contact the hotel to cancel their lodging; failure to cancel reserved lodging for those that withdraw from a course will result in a charge to the student individually.
